Public Comment- Karen Dempsey brought a letter that was sent to her by the Danby Township Board to discuss her concerns with the letter. 

New Business:

City of Portland Proposed Walk Trail – The developer that is constructing the Family Farm and Home Store on the corner of Cutler Road and Grand River intends to extend the Portland River Trail down Grand River.  Supervisor Pohl measured how far the trail would be from Danby Township resident Gary Hodge’s house and it measured 38 feet from the front of Mr. Hodge’s house.  Since the River Trail would be placed in the Ionia County Road Way there was no action the Danby Township Board could take against extending this trail along Grand River.

Unfinished Business:

Gravel Locations for 2010 – The following gravel locations were discussed for 2010:  Okemos Road 1.67 miles, Cutler Road 1.90 miles, Clintonia Road (north of Grand River Ave.) 1.20 miles, Clintonia Road (south of the river) 2.00 miles, Grand River Trail 1.51 miles and Village of Cornell 250 yards.

Peake Acres Extension to Geer Culver Drain District – Bruce Barber a Danby Township resident approached the Danby Township Board about possibly putting this project on hold.  Supervisor Pohl stated that he would talk to John Bush Ionia County Drain Commissioner and see if there is anything that can be done to put this project on hold for the time being. 

Clerk’s Quarterly Report – Clerk Platte presented the March 2010 quarterly report, no action needed to be taken on this report.
Proposed Fire Authority Report – On April 28, 2010 Supervisor Pohl and Trustee Reisbig attended a meeting to discuss the possibility of creating a fire authority board with City of Portland and Portland Township.  Supervisor Pohl and Trustee Reisbig wanted to know what the rest of the Township Board felt about creating a fire authority.  All Board members felt that Danby Township would like to be with Portland Township for negotiating purposes only.  The issue of allocating cost was a major concern for all board members.

Central Dispatch Committee Member for May 12, 2010 Meeting – Clerk Platte volunteered to be on the Central Dispatch Committee.

Cemetery Accident – Supervisor Pohl will get estimates (to repair the sign and fix pillars) for the accident that occurred at the entrance of the cemetery.
Unnamed Private Street – It has been brought to the Danby Township Board’s attention that off Charlotte Highway there is a private street that has gone unnamed.  For the health and safety of the residents it was suggested that a letter be written to the residents and to explain the situation of the fire trucks and ambulance having a hard time to locate the homes because there are so many on the unnamed private street. 
Ambulance Contract- Treasurer Kolarik recommended to the Danby Township Board to choose Option B (in the past this is the option that was chosen) which will be a cost of $11.25 per person along with a per capita fee of $2.00 per person which would be a total of $13.25 per person.
