Unfinished Business:

Proposed Fire Authority – Supervisor Pohl and Trustee Reisbig discussed their last meeting with two members from City of Portland (Tom Dempsey and Steve Fabiano) and two members from Portland Township (Jerry Tiemann and Julius Platte) to discuss the possibility of forming a Fire Authority.  The four main issues that were discussed were funding, fire equipment ownership, fair billing procedure for all entities and the status of PAMA.  All parties thought they are to the point of having someone that knows the laws draft a rough copy of a possible Fire Authority Agreement.
