Julie Calley from the Ionia County Board of Commissioners gave an update of happenings in Ionia County.  She discussed the work being done on the 2011 Ionia County budget, discussed the Rails to Trails and talked about the ground breaking for the Ionia County Animal Shelter Building.  Jerry Tiemann and Julius Platte discussed having an upcoming meeting with Supervisor Pohl and Trustee Reisbig to discuss the possible creation of a Fire Authority with Danby Township and the City of Portland.  

Unfinished Business:

Proposed Fire Authority – Supervisor Pohl and Trustee Reisbig discussed their last meeting with two members from City of Portland (Tom Dempsey and Steve Fabiano) and two members from Portland Township (Jerry Tiemann and Julius Platte) to discuss the possibility of forming a Fire Authority.  At the last meeting City of Portland representatives discussed turning the existing equipment over to the Fire Authority, but the equipment would still be titled to the City of Portland.  There were some issues that needed to be worked out regarding the ownership of the equipment.  There were also issues of money that was put into the Fire fund for the purchase/lease of equipment.  Future meetings with the Portland Township representatives and City of Portland representatives will be needed to discuss and see if all entities can reach an agreement on the possibility of forming a Fire Authority.
